Kanopy has recently updated their platform to prioritize user
privacy.

Starting April 7th, sign-in will require users to use both their library
card number and PIN. This is the same information used to sign-in

to Libby and the MPL digital catalogue. K AN o PY U P D AT E !

You can follow the steps below to bring your account up to date. We've made a security update. Users will need
to sign back into their library account using

their card number and PIN or password.

1.Hit the 'Kanopy Sign-In' button to the left to sign-in to your
Kanopy account.

2.Select the menu button in the top-right corner and go to ‘My
Account’ > 'My Libraries’.

3.Select "Re-enter your login information” under the library name.
Enter your library card number and PIN.

4.Select save.

5.Keep enjoying Kanopy's collection of films and documentaries!
